






NOACA completed its fi rst Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services 
Transportation Plan in 2008, which will guide the projects to receive 
funding under the Job Access and Reverse Commute, New Freedom and 
Section 5310 programs. These programs will provide transportation for 
older adults, people with disabilities and low-income individuals.

NOACA also adopted a Regional Bicycle Transportation Plan, containing 
a Bikeway Facility Priority Plan by county, another fi rst for NOACA, 
identifying proposed priority bikeway facilities throughout the region. 
Another annual major effort was completed to produce the FY 2009 
Overall Work Program, which began on July 1, 2008.
