The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) requires any agency intending to apply for Specialized Transportation Program (Section 5310) funds to submit a Letter of Intent form (LOI). Below are the correct answers to the four parts of question 4 for those applicants seeking funding through this program.
Question 4: Projects to be submitted for the program must be derived from a Locally Developed Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services Transportation Plan (Coordinated Plan).  

a. What is the name of the coordinated Plan for your area? 
· “Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services Transportation Plan for Northeast Ohio” 

b. Who is the lead agency for the plan? 
· “The Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency (NOACA)” 

c. What date was the plan adopted or updated?
· “March 14, 2008”
d. Was the plan submitted to ODOT? If yes, when?
· “Public comment draft was submitted February 15, 2008. Final version was available on Web site beginning March 2008.”
