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Cool Conditions Make for a  
Slow “Ozone Action Day” 
Season 
 
The Ozone Action Day’s 10th 
Season wrapped up September 15, 
2004, with cool and mild 
conditions. The unseasonably wet 
weather in the mid-summer gave 
way to drier fall weather. 
 
June 8th was the only Ozone 
Action Day declared in Northeast 
Ohio.  And, in addition to this 
year’s lower than average 
temperatures, the significant 
increase in precipitation 
dramatically decreased the number 
of Ozone Action Days. 
 
From May through August, 
precipitation was recorded on an 
average of half of the days of each 
of the months.  In May, 
precipitation was recorded on 19 
days; in June, 17 days; in July, 17 
days; and in August, 14 days.  
There were a total of 16.5 inches 
of rain recorded for the four-month 
period – more than double that of 
the previous summer’s levels.

As stated earlier, there was one 
Ozone Action Day declared.  The 
date was:

This Ozone Action Day was 
declared because monitor readings 
were expected to exceed 85 ppb 
(parts per billion) on the US EPA’s 
Air Quality Index, but did not.  In 
contrast, monitors exceeded 
forecasted expectations and the 85 
ppb standard on the following 
days, which were not declared:

☼ June 7 
☼ July 2 
☼ July 3 
☼ August 2 
☼ August 3 

 
Ozone levels of 85 ppb are 
considered unhealthy for children, 
the elderly and those individuals 
with respiratory conditions.
